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LIONS CAMPAIGN ON BLINDNESS
PREVENTION

Helen Keller, a blind lady in 1925 appealed to all Lions
of the World to become a warrior globally to fight
against the blindness. In this circumstance, with the
proclamation of International Lions Club to provide
humanitarian service in reducing the burden and
elimination of avoidable blindness under a Sight First
campaign as a gift of sight was started especially in
the field of eye and since 1971, this service is
continuously under implementation in Nepal.

This organization involved in the campaign with a goal
of reaching the unreached communities and providing
them with eye care services since 1992, have served
more than 100 million people by restoring sight,
providing treatment and assisting in rehabilitation.
With this scheme every year Lions of Nepal have also
been performing about 30,000 free cataract surgeries
in the country.

The International Lions Club has been providing
assistance to the countries in the management of
quality eye care and sustainable service through
capacity development, rehabilitation services, making
provision of ophthalmic equipment/instruments forthe
eye institutions, raising awareness through health
education, establishment of eye care service center
in the non served communities and upgrading of eye
care infrastructure of the existing eye care service
providers. Lions club of Nepal has been actively
involved in all these activities in the development of
eye care services in Nepal.
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
